In 2025, the Twin Lakes Aquanuts delivered another strong performance at the 50th D1 Show Ski Nationals
in Janesville, WI, finishing 4TH IN THE NATION against 14 of the top teams in the country. Sisters Lexie and
Brooke Gunderson earned 2nd place in Swivel Pairs, and the father-daughter duo Will and Makayla Bazeley

took home 3rd place in Strap Doubles.

The Aquanuts have captured the national championship six times, with wins in 1983, 1984, 1985, 2015, and
2022. Their 2022 season was especially historic, securing both the state and national titles—a feat they
hadn't achieved since 1984. Now, all eyes turn to the 51st Division 1 Show Ski National Championships,
happening August 7-9, 2026. Adminssion is free! Individual events begin Friday, and team competitions are

on Saturday and Sunday.
